As part of a long-term transformation process, Aldi Nord has decided to focus on
eight countries in Europe and consequently to sell the subcritical activities in
Denmark 

Aldi Nord appointed DC Advisory in cooperation with partner Danske Bank to
advise on the implementation of the sales process
A particular challenge was that Denmark is already highly concentrated in food
retailing and therefore certain constellations were excluded under antitrust law
The process was carried out with the utmost confidentiality; only a very small circle
of potential bidders were approached at executive level

Due to the competitive bidding process led by DC Advisory and Danske, it was
possible to find new operators for the vast majority of the activities and to achieve
attractive returns for Aldi Nord
114 stores, seven development sites and the three logistics centers will be sold to
REMA 1000, the discount subsidiary of the Norwegian retail group Reitan, and
further 16 stores and 14 development sites will be sold to competitors Salling
Group, Coop and Lidl, this includes the retainment of 1,780 employees
